The captain makes the basic decisions
regarding the route of the ship, and the helmsman guides
the ship safely to her intended destination.

Dangers

e Some Christians with this gift tend to view their contribu-
tion as the very essence of church ministry.

spective that they are just one tool that God wants to use to build
his church.

* People who can only see the practical, organizational side of min-
istry often function as “brakes” for the visionaries in a church.

* People with this gift must pay particularly close attention to their
spiritual life. Experience with the supernatural works of God can
help maintain balance in exercising this gift.
